CHAPLAIN EXPLAINS HOSPICE 
 
What kind of care is one to get at the end of his or 
her life?  Mike Watson, the chaplain of Curry 
County Health and Hospice, and Lori Kent, its 
director, spoke to the Rotary club about the services 
provided by Hospice.   Watson contrasted the type 
of care provided by Hospice with more traditional 
modes of care.   The individual person, rather than 
the disease or illness, is placed at the center of the 
care.  The aim is neither to prolong nor hasten 
death, but to provide the best possible life for the 
short time remaining.  For the person dying this 
means not only management of pain and other 
symptoms of illness, but care for his or her 
spiritual, psychological, and social needs as well.  
 
 The ideal is for the care to take place in the home, 
where the person may be surrounded by loved ones.  
Hospice provides aid to the family as well as to the 
dying to help make this possible.  Hospice 
personnel work as a team coordinating the various 
kinds of aid given.  
 
 In additional to professional staff, there is 
opportunity for volunteer workers who assist both 
in giving care as well as in other matters such as 
fund raising and administration.   There are 
currently about thirty residents of Curry County 
receiving the care of Hospice.  
 
Several members of Rotary spoke of the great aid 
Hospice had given one of their loved ones while 
dying.
