Glen Thurow has an elegant and well-educated mind.  
His classification talk

discourse on politics as 
a liberal art.

 He grew up in Montana where he developed 
a lifelong love for learning, politics and his country.  
Glen explained that it is through an education in the  
liberal arts of literature, history, philosophy, theology 
and the arts, that the student of economics and 
politics can properly understand human society.  For 
instance, looking at how politics has been organized 
in the West, from the cities of ancient Greece, 
through the Roman Empire and the Christian 
organization of medieval times, to the modern state, 
one has a comparative context for understanding the

the principles of American democracy found in the 
Declaration of Independence, the Constitution and 
the Federalist papers.  Glen, a Lincoln scholar, has 
also written on the  French philosopher Alex de 
Tocqueville and the debate between democracy and 
aristocracy.   

In the Declaration of Independence, "the self 
evident truth that all men are created equal" 
underlies the principle that governors derive their 
just powers from the consent of the governed.  Glen 
points out that the view found in contemporary 
politics that "rule is justified by the expertise of the 
governors rather than the consent of the governed” 
is precisely one the Declaration rejects.   One can ask, 
“Do people have the right to make their own choices 
even if they make bad ones?  Should the wise rule or 
should people rule themselves?”  Glen informs us 
that this debate has gone on from ancient times, and 
is examined from every angle in Plato’s  
Republic 

Glen’s life and work has been to bring to the 
study of politics a broad liberal arts education that 
can provide the basis for understanding these 
questions.   The love of liberal learning opens worlds 
we did not know existed.  He hopes that a good 
education will create better citizens and political 
leaders who are able to see their times with human 
historical and philosophic perspective.
