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← This is the primary water source for the luckier residents of a rural area outside of San Martin, a city in Formosa province in the northern part of Argentina. 
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Club president Silvia Riyero operates the pump while government medic and two club members look on.  The water from the well has been tested and is potable.
↓Those not fortunate enough to live near a well often draw water from a polluted river.
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The local club plans to drill 18 wells closer to the village residents to prevent them from having to walk long distances (1 to 7 miles) for clean drinking water.  Some of the women spend six hours per day obtaining clean water for their families.
The 18 wells will serve about 30 families, or 220 people.  

Preliminary cost estimate for the project is $17,800.

There is a government medic – a member of the Toba tribe - on site that will monitor water quality and educate the people on clean water issues and sanitation.
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Port Orford Rotarian Emily visited the project location with the club leadership.  They have committed $1,000 to the project and hope to raise more.  We will need to raise about $4,500 for the project.  With District and Rotary International (The Rotary Fund) matches, we should have $17,800 for the project.  Our current budget is $2,650.
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
